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SIMPLE 3D BUTTON EFFECTS Dilwyn Jones
I Iaving tinkered awhile with Steve Poole’'s 3D Text

Perspective and Animations package on library disk MDO5,

| began thinking about how to create very simple 3D
sculpting effects and realised that the simplest effects could be achieved
quite easily with a “sun and shade” approach.

Basically, a button on screen in a program can be made to look
slightly raised or depressed just by the judicious use of light and dark lines.
Our brains are quite accustomed to the sun shining on us from above and
become accustomed to working out where the light source is from
interpreting the light and dark shades.

So, by working out which edges should have dark and which have
light coloured edges, we can produce simple sculpted 3D effects. To give
you an idea of what | mean, have a look at this diagram (figure 1) which was
originally produced to show the various types of 3D border effects the new
Window Manager could produce.

Here you can see that the designer has used white and dark grey
lines around the edges of the buttons to make them look a little more
sculpted than usual. Notice how the buttons look ‘raised’ when the lighter
lines are above and left of the button (e.g. the one labelled 1024 in figure 1),
whereas the ones with the line colours reversed give the opposite
impression — namely that the button looks as though it has been pressed in
or depressed. To some extent this is subjective, but most people will
interpret the rectangles with light above left and dark below right as a raised
button, and as a depressed button when the shading is reversed.
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Note also how the rectangle marked ‘404’ has lines arranged in a
more complex way to make it look like the outer border is raised and the
inside button area looks flat.

Once you realise that they are designed to look as though the light
source is above and left of the shape, you begin to realise it's just a matter
of working out where the light and dark lines go to see how to plan your ‘3D’
effect view.

One question you might ask is “how do you achieve this without
GD2 colours?”

You have to be a little inventive, but it is quite possible. By and large,
reserve black and white for the shading and draw the shape itself in red or
green, or use stippled colours like John Miller did with the buttons in his
Q-Count home accounts program, or as Thierry Godefroy has done in his
Archivers Control Panel program. Archivers Control Panel is shown in
Figure 2, although | don’t know how well the effect will show up in the black
and white printed magazine.

Once we have realised how these work, it is a fairly simple matter
to write our own programs to produce similar effects. This short program
creates a green button on a green background. First it draws a “raised”
button as already described, then when you press any key it changes to
look like a “pressed” button.

The routine simply draws a border in one set of colours around the
button in lines 190 to 220 (the button text is written in line 150). After you
press a key, lines 280 to 310 reverse the border colour for the opposite
effect, until you press ESC to stop the program (lines 250 and 340).

You can take this a stage further, as | did in my Wordsearch puzzle
program. Here | drew a whole grid of raised effect buttons simply by dividing
a single colour square up with white and black lines, as shown in the second
listing and screen dump of figure 4. Drawing a grid like this is visually quite
effective in games programs, since a 3d board can look a lot more
interesting than just a simple flat grid with ordinary lines, for example.

While the techniques used to draw these objects is hardly high tech,
it does show that even with the restricted range of colours in 4-colour mode
on a standard QL, you can still achieve remarkably effective 3d effects for
your own programs using just simple black and white lines. Experiment a
little with the PAPER colour set in line 130. Try red (PAPER 2) to see how
it looks. Try stipples such as red and green (PAPER 2,4,3) or green and
white (PAPER 4,7,3) to see how it looks.

Of course, the technique | have described is very simple-minded
and only really works for straight sided and rectangular shapes since it is
easy to decide where, with a given light source, the light edges and the
darker shadows will fall, although you may like to experiment a little with
other shapes to see how easy or how difficult it is to produce simple 3d
effects in your own programs.

| referred to the Window Manager 2 3d borders at the start of this
article. If you have used Easyptr 4, you may be aware of how easy it is to
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use those 3d border styles in your programs. For those who haven't, here’s
the shortest of tutorials!

Set up any old menu in Easyptr 4. The default menu size may
suffice. Select the ‘Outline’ item and then the ‘Attributes’ command nearer
the bottom of the list of commands. This brings up the menu in figure 5 below.

Move the pointer down to the Border command. With the pointer
over the word Border, click on the loose item. The cursor now appears in
the box with the number in it, beneath the Border command. Now
immediately press the cursor down key (no other key, just cursor down).
Most of the menu’s commands now ‘grey out’, change colour and become
unavailable. This is because we are now working with the list of Window
Manager colour items (the list starting with Window Border, Window
background, and so on. To the right of this, you will see a further small menu
has become available which lists the various colour palettes you can
choose from — Sys (System), Aur (Aurora palette) and so on. At the bottom
of the list you will see the word Bdr, which is the list of border colour settings
— click on this. See Figure 6 above.

Clicking on ‘Bdr’ should now bring up the menu shown in figure 7
below, where you can select one of the special 3d border effects to replace
the ‘named colours’ previously in the window.
